True confession is a verbalization or recognition of my sinfulness and a brokenness that leads to repentance.

Confession contains a right view of sin, a right view of God, and a right view of self.
A. A right view of sin
1. Sin deserves judgement - vs 1

2. Sin demands cleansing -  vs 2

3. Accepting responsibility - vs 3

4. Total depravity -  vs 5

B. A right view of God

1. God’s holiness requires “truth in the inward parts”  - vs 6

2. Belief in God’s power to cleanse -  vs 7

3. Belief in God’s goodness and love in chastisement -  vs 8

4. Belief in God’s willingness to forgive -  vs 9

C. A right view of self

1. Only through righteousness do we have a witness -  vs 13

2. Only a broken and sensitive heart towards sin pleases God -  vs 17

3. Only through confession can we pray effectively for others -  vs 18
