D. Seeketh not her own (selfish)

E. Not easily provoked (selfish anger)

F. Thinketh not evil [logizomai] (doesn’t forgive or forget)

G. Rejoiceth not in iniquity (gossip)

The antidote to all the above is humility

2. What love is

Love is doing for someone regardless of feelings or consequences that is for their ultimate good.

Self-sacrifice – forgetting of one’s self – empowered by the Holy Spirit – desire for God’s glory.

A. Rejoiceth in truth

B. Suffereth long – patient with people, never retaliates
Beareth all things – covers with a blanket of silence

Endureth all things – against great opposition
