Vs 1 Therefore we ought to give the more earnest heed to the things which we have heard, lest at any time we should let them slip. 

Vs. 2 For if the word spoken by angels was stedfast, and every transgression and disobedience received a just recompence of reward; 

Vs. 3 How shall we escape, if we neglect so great salvation; which at the first began to be spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed unto us by them that heard him;

First of five admonitions

They progressively get stronger, drifting to defying 12:14-29

Therefore


Since Jesus is called the Son and Heir of all things and the Creator of the world (1:2), He is the radiance of the glory of God, the exact representation of the divine nature, the sustainer of the universe, the purifier from sin, and the One who sits at the right hand of the Majesty on high (v.3). He is worshiped and served by angels (vv.4-7). He is anointed above all others, the Lord of creation, the unchangeable, everlasting God (vv8-12).

2. Transgression – a sin of commission a willful act.

3. Disobedience – sin of omission, a neglectful act.

2. neglect – made light of Matthew 22:5  But they made light of it, and went their ways, one to his farm, another to his merchandise:

3. Luke 12:48 But he that knew not, and did commit things worthy of stripes, shall be beaten with few stripes. For unto whomsoever much is given, of him shall be much required and to whom men have committed much, of him they will ask the more.

1. Spoken by the Lord – no man has spoken like this man

2. Apostles and eye & ear witnesses – 2nd generation many who lost everything and some sealed it with their blood

3. Signs and wonders, used 11 times in the NT
4. Gifts of the Holy Ghost

5. We now have His written Word
