Our Satan Conqueror and our Sympathizer
Hebrews 2:14-18

destroy ≠ annihilate



means to make ineffective, powerless
Satan has the power of death in the sense that Satan authored sin (John 8:44) and the wages of sin is death. (Romans 6:23)
15 And deliver them who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage.
Man’s concept of death governs his philosophy of life. If a man’s fear of death is improper, it can lead to bondage with Satan.


No fear – existentialism,



Fear of death with no fear of God – works salvation.



A proper fear of death with a fear of God – true salvation.

Our Captain (leader, trail blazer) has conquered Satan and death by entering into death and passing through to the other side. (John 14:19)

He blazed the trail through death for us. He is our Deliverer.

16 For verily he took not on him the nature of angels; but he took on him the seed of Abraham.
Angels have made their choice. Jesus came to redeem men.
The reference here about the seed of Abraham could be speaking of the fulfillment of God’s promise to Abraham (Genesis 22:18) or the writer could be relating Christ to his Hebrew readers.

17a  Wherefore in all things it behoved him to be made like unto his brethren


behoved = it is fitting, suitable


bretheren = us
17b that he might be a merciful and faithful high priest in things pertaining to God, to make reconciliation for the sins of the people.


merciful to us


faithful to us and God


first mention of High Priest – a recurring theme



to make reconciliation for our sins
He is not only the High Priest but He is also the Sacrifice. A beautiful and humbling truth that could be partially seen in the Old Testament sacrifice or in Abraham and Isaac. He did all this for us.
18  For in that he himself hath suffered being tempted, he is able to succour them that are tempted.
His suffering temptation was no small thing. I don’t think we can remotely understand, He took the full measure of all temptation (Hebrews 4:15) He suffered so that He could succour us.

Succour – literally means “to run to the cry of a child” or “to bring help when it is needed”
He did all these things for us. What a love He has for us, that He would do all these things for our sakes. Should we not be awed by His lovingkindness?
